THE STUDENT UNION FEE FOR THE ACADEMIC YEAR 2011–2012
About the fee
All degree students in Finland are by law members of the Student Union of their university. Membership entitles students to numerous discounts, such as student meals, travel discounts, student health care, cultural events and sport facilities. All members of the Student Union can order the national Lyyra student card, a national discount and benefit card and the university library card, as well. Hanken extends the Student Union membership also to the exchange students and payment of the membership fee is a prerequisite for enrolment at Hanken. As part of the application process you upload proof of your payment of the Student Union membership fee in Mobility-Online. When we have received the uploaded receipt of payment, we will upload your Hanken Student ID, the matriculation number, in Mobility Online.
Payment of membership fee is step one for enrolment.
What to do
· Pay the fee from abroad (See instruction at the bottom of this page)
· Pay in your bank or through the Internet. If you pay through the Internet, please remember to print out a receipt of the payment. (When you have confirmed the Internet payment, you print a receipt having an archive ID-number indicating that the payment has been registered/made. You will need the archive number when checking the progress of your application).

· Indicate in your payment your name and which semester(s) you are paying for. Write your name clearly.
· Please pay the membership fee a.s.a.p. in order for Hanken to get on with your enrolment and creation of your full student status.
· Upload receipt of the payment as a scanned pdf in Mobility Online 

Save the receipt throughout the whole stay, you might need it if you lose your Lyyra card. The receipt also works as proof of your student status until you get the Lyyra card. It will take some weeks before the card is produced and  which delivered to Hanken.
