Information on how to order a Finnish Student ID-card, the Lyyra student card
All members of the Student Union can get the Lyyra student card. You will be able to order the card when Hanken has enrolled you. In order to be enrolled you must have paid the Student Union membership fee and uploaded the receipt of payment in Mobility Online (see the separate document on Student Union membership). The Lyyra card entitles you to numerous discounts and the services of the Student Health Service. Membership entitles also to subsidized daily meals in student cafeterias, long distance bus and railway travel discounts, discounts on cultural events, and on fees in gyms and museums. You order the Lyyra card after you have been enrolled at Hanken.
Hanken will confirm your enrollment to Lyyra. After that it will take some weeks until Lyyra has produced and delivered your card, so apply immediately after your enrollment in order to receive your card soon after arrival in Finland. The card will be delivered to the Office of the Student Union at Hanken .You can pick it up during office hours, address Hietaniemenkatu 7A (Swedish street name Sanduddsgatan), round the corner from Hanken’s main building. 
Students arriving in the autumn: There will be a summer break in the card production from late June to August. By ordering the card early you help yourself to receiving your Lyyra card at semester start. 

How to order the Lyyra-card:

· The card is ordered from Lyyra at http://www.lyyra.fi.
· You need your Hanken studentID, the matriculation number, to order the card. You will find your matriculation number in Mobility Online in your profile under “Your matriculation number” 
· Fill out the application form and follow the instructions on the screen. If you don’t have a Finnish social security number (which non-Finnish exchange students do not have), type your date of birth and the matriculation number in the appropriate field. 
· You need to upload a digital photo 
When filling out the electronic application, remember to write down for your memory your application number, i.e. the reference number given on the screen!!  The reference number is required if you want to check progress of your application. The reference number is also needed if you pay the card fee in cash in a Finnish bank after arrival.

Payment:
The Lyyra card costs 17,50 €, Lyyra/ISIC 37,50

charges related to a payment from abroad.
